NATIONAL ICE HOCKEY OFFICIALS ASSOCIATION

RULES EXAMINATION

2004 – 2005

ALL ANSWERS MUST BE PLACED ON THE APPROPRIATE ANSWER SHEET PROVIDED FOR EACH OF THE THREE RULEBOOKS (FEDERATION, NCAA, USA HOCKEY).

I.  BODY CHECKING, HITTING FROM BEHIND, OTHER MISCONDUCT, GAME CONDITIONS

ANSWER “TRUE” OR “FALSE” IN EACH OF THE FOLLOWING SITUATIONS:

1.  A1 is in possession and control of the puck behind Team B’s goal.  The Team B goalkeeper skates out of the crease behind the net and body checks A1.  The Referee must assess a penalty to the Team B goalkeeper.

2.  A player shall not make contact to an opposing player’s head or neck area in any manner.  Minor, Major or Disqualification will be assessed at the discretion of the referee.

3. A Team A player deliberately displaces the goal with less than two minutes remaining in regulation time or anytime during overtime and denies Team B a reasonable scoring opportunity but not an obvious and imminent goal.  A penalty shot/optional minor penalty shall be assessed.

4.  An attacking Team A player makes a pass to a teammate.  Before the teammate takes possession of the pass, the defending player “finishes the check” by making solid contact with the Team A player making the pass.  A minor penalty shall be called for roughing.

5.  When a player is flagrantly checked from behind, crashing head-first into the side boards, end boards, or goal frame but is not injured, the referee must assess a game disqualification penalty.

6.  In women’s ice hockey a defensive player while skating in the same direction as the puck may legally hold a position on the ice to block and stop the forward progress of the puck carrier.

7. The referee(s) may award a goal in certain situations where a goal is obvious and imminent.

II.  PUCK PLACEMENT, GAME MANAGEMENT AND FACE-OFFS

ANSWER “TRUE” OR “FALSE” IN EACH OF THE FOLLOWING SITUATIONS:

8.  In Team A defensive zone, the puck is dropped while Team A does not have enough players on the ice.  A1 coming off the bench in the neutral zone receives a pass from the defensive zone.  A1 proceeds with pass and makes a shot on net. This is a good play.

9.  During the first period Team A intentionally delays the line change and is subsequently warned by the referee.  Later in the game Team A intentionally delays a line change.  A bench minor penalty shall be assessed.

10.  Icing is nullified and play will continue when the puck passes through any part of the goal crease.

11.  Once the referee points to the location of the face-off the line change procedure commences.  The referee signals the visiting team that is has up to 5 seconds to change players.  The referee then puts his or her hand up to the visiting team indicating that its time to change players has ended and that the home team has up to 5 seconds to change players.

12.  Team A defenseman shoots the puck from the point. Team A forward highsticks puck which deflects off Team B player into the corner. Team A player takes possession of puck, shoots and scores. The ensuing face-off is at center ice.

13.  Each team shall be allowed a one minute time out during the game, the time out may be taken anytime during a stoppage of play.

14.  A Team A player enters the attacking zone and shoots the puck which, without making contact with the Team B goalkeeper, deflects off the crossbar of the Team B net and goes into the stands.  The face-off shall be at the nearest Team B end zone face-off spot.

15.  A Team A player carrying the puck in the neutral zone attempts to shoot the puck into the attacking zone after skating past the center ice spot.  The puck strikes an overhead obstruction before entering the attacking zone.  The resulting face-off shall take place along an imaginary line parallel to the side boards connecting the end face-off spots.

16.  During a stoppage in play and commencing with a signal from the referee, the visiting team is allowed up to five (5) seconds to change players and the home team is allowed up to a total of 13 seconds to change players.

III.  RULING ON EQUIPMENT

SELECT THE APPROPRIATE ANSWER IN EACH OF THE FOLLOWING SITUATIONS:

17.  A goal is scored with the puck striking the portion of the shaft of the stick that is below 4 feet, while the blade of the stick is above the height of the goal.

a.  the goal is disallowed – end zone face-off of team causing the stoppage

b.  the goal is allowed

c.  the goal is disallowed – neutral zone face-off

18.  After a goal is scored, the scoring player is found to have played with an illegal stick.  The outcome will be:

a.  goal is disallowed and player receives a minor penalty

b.  goal is allowed and player receives a minor penalty

c. goal is allowed and player receives a minor and misconduct penalties

19.  Prior to the drop of the puck players, other than those facing off,: 

a.  may be positioned anywhere on the ice surface provided they are on-side in relationship to the location of the face-off

b.  may be positioned anywhere on the ice surface, provided they are on-side in relationship to the location of the face-off and are stationary prior to the drop of the puck

c.  must be positioned outside of the face-off circle or not come within 15 feet of the players face-off and must stand on-side in relationship to the location of the face-off

20.  A stick blade measuring ¾ inches in curvature shall be ruled:

a.  legal - no penalty applies

b.  illegal - minor penalty

c.  illegal - minor penalty plus a misconduct penalty

21.  If a helmet/face mask of the goalkeeper or a player becomes dislodged:

a.  there shall be an immediate stoppage of play

b.  the player must replace it immediately or go directly to the player’s bench

c.  a “slow whistle” shall be signaled until the player’s team takes possession and control of the puck at which time the player shall receive a minor penalty

22.  Team B challenges that a Team A player has the palm missing from one of his/her gloves.  The referee shall immediately:

c.  send the Team A player to the player’s bench to replace the glove, and assess a misconduct for the second offense by the same player in the same game

IV.  GAME SITUATIONS & INFRACTIONS
SELECT THE APPROPRIATE ANSWER IN EACH OF THE FOLLOWING SITUATIONS:

23.  A1 is the first Team A player to be found playing without an internal mouth guard.  Subsequently, A2 is found not to be wearing an internal mouth guard.  The referee must:

a.  immediately replace and warn each player

b.  immediately replace and warn A1 and assess A2 a misconduct penalty

c. assess each player a misconduct

24. A Team B player intentionally dives in the attacking zone without being impeded by a Team A player.  The proper penalty call is:

a. no penalty

b. misconduct penalty

c. minor penalty

25.  The Team B goalkeeper, attempting to cut the angle down on an advancing Team A player, saves the Team A player’s shot between his/her pads, freezing the puck within the privileged area in front of the goal line, but not in contact with the goal crease. The goaltender is subject to:

33.  Fans of the home team continue throwing objects on the ice after a warning from the referee.  The referee shall:
